      keep 4-year eligibility).

d.) Demonstrate leadership and/or educational drive.

e.) Submit a completed typed and signed application form.

f.) Submit a 350-word minimum type-written essay. Do not include essay title in your count.
g.) Researched sources relating to your essay topic must be cited.  
h.) Submit a sealed copy of current school transcript (as of December of previous year).

i.) Submit two letters of recommendation on official letter head and address to 

     “The Voice” Scholarship Committee. (Note: Letters of recommendation from relatives as

     well as reuse of previous letters of recommendation are not acceptable)
2.  Use current year application form and essay topic, include your essay title and meet the essay’s minimum length (number of typed words) requirement.
3.  Include all requested information such as an official sealed transcript, letters of recommendation, etc.

4. Make sure letters of recommendation are on official letterhead and should include the following:

a. Academic achievements

b. Character testimonial

c. Work ethics

d. Leadership activities, etc.
5.  Complete, type, spell check, proofread and sign your application form.

6. To ensure receipt of your application by the deadline, plan to submit it 10-14 days in advance of the application deadline of April 15, 2019.
